BSW Admission requirements

The School of Social Work offers admission to the BSW degree program in the fall semester.

Submit to the Wayne State University Office of Undergraduate Admissions the Application for Undergraduate
Admission with the appropriate fee and official transcripts from colleges or universities.

Submit to the School of Social Work's Office of Admissions and Student Services, the Application for Admission,
Bachelor of Social Work Degree Program.

Applicants must have 1) earned a minimum overall grade point average of 2.50; 2) completed 16 social service
volunteer hours; and, 3) submitted a copy of transcripts from all colleges attended, current resume and personal
interest statement demonstrating the ability to pursue successful undergraduate professional social work education.
Applicants must have completed (or be in the process of completing) 60 credits (which must be transferrable to
Wayne State if taken elsewhere) as well as the pre-professional coursework required by the School of Social Work.
